dissemination. In the over five decades of its existence, NPC has

developed expertise in many specialized fields like Process Management, Human Resource

Activities During 2013-14

Major Consultancy Projects

� NPC implemented the Lean Manufacturing Competitiveness programme of Ministry of MSME

in 89 clusters as a pilot project during the 11th Five Year Plan.  Based on the successful results

of the project, the Ministry has now offered the second phase of the project to NPC in which

350 clusters will be created where Lean Manufacturing practices will be implemented.

� Third party energy accounting under Restructured Accelerated Power Development & Reforms

Progamme (RAPDRP) project of Govt. of India has been  carried out successfully, in 3 States

with the objective to bring down the T&D losses.

� NPC is also the authorized agency for conducting National Certification Examination for Energy

Managers & Energy Auditors on behalf of Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE).  The annual
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examination on the same has been completed. About 10000 such Certified Auditors/Managers

are serving the Indian economy presently.

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AN INSIGHT INTO SOME NPC PROJECTS

DURING 2013-14

Consultancy Services provided to Central Pollution Control Board (CPCB) for Environmental

Management in Bee-hive Coke Oven Plants.

National Productivity Council (NPC) was engaged by Central Pollution Control Board (CPCB) for

conducting a study for assessing the environmental issues in Bee-hive Coke Oven Plants located in

India. The objective of the study was to assess the major types of pollution generated by these

plants, to suggest pollution abatement measures and to specify minimal national standards for this

sector of industry.

The study included literature survey, preliminary field studies in more than forty units and detailed

field studies in eleven units of Bee-hive Coke Oven Plants located in various regions of India having

different production process & capacity, level of mechanization and prevailing pollution control

systems. The detailed field study also included environmental monitoring and analysis of major

types of pollution viz. air, water, soil and noise. Based on the information & data gathered, the

appropriate pollution prevention and control measures have been suggested duly considering the

capital & operational cost and the Comprehensive Industry Document (COIND) as report for this

Bee-hive Coke Oven sector has been prepared and submitted to CPCB.

Under the project, implementation of MFCA in 4

demonstration units were undertaken with the

expert guidance from Japanese consultants

deployed by Japan Productivity Centre and Asian

Productivity Organisation, Japan during last 18
Typical Coal Washery
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months in Gujarat. These demonstration units, namely, Sainest Tubes Private Limited, Chatral,  Bhagwati

Spherocast Private Ltd., Odhav, Baroda Moulds & Dies Private Limited, Waghodia and Somany Ceramics

Ltd, Kadi  belong to Ceramic, Steel Re-rolling, Foundry, Dies & Moulds industry in Gujarat. The projects

have been completed and savings worth Rs. 6 crores per annum are being realised by 4 demonstration

units on recurring basis along with other benefits concerning with Energy and Environment.  These

units have acquired the distinction of being the first set of industries to practice MFCA in India.

These demonstration units have implemented MFCA through quantification of material wastages at

each stage and changed methods, design, skills, system, reduced recycling, improved energy efficiency

and saved material under guidance of Japanese experts.  The outcome of the projects has been

disseminated to all stakeholders Presentations from demonstration units were given by unit

representatives to industrie thus motivating other units to implement MFCA in their  plants also.

Survey on Energy Conservation Awareness through KAP Methodology in the state of Himachal

Pradesh

NPC had been assigned the study to undertake the baseline survey on Energy Conservation using the

KAP methodology for the State of Himachal Pradesh (HP). The survey covered the extent of energy
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conservation across various consumer segments viz. farmers, households, students, small-medium

and large industrial units across the State. An interdisciplinary team from the Information Technology,

Economic Services and Energy Management groups of NPC carried out the study during the year 2013.

The standard KAP methodology adopted had helped to delineate the various aspects involving the

knowledge, awareness and practices (KAP) on energy conservation and energy efficiency prevailing

among different segments and sub-segments of energy consumers in the State of HP. Both primary

and secondary methods and web based online tools were used to collect structured data from the

target consumers.

The study observed that Himachal state has the conservation potential for about 10 per cent total

energy, namely 660 million units (approx.) annually, through practices involving awareness generation.

It has been observed that the level of knowledge pertaining to energy conservation is considerably on

the higher side across industry groups and other category of consumers like commercial establishments,

non-commercial & non-domestic. However, in terms of attitude and practice, there is a wide gap in

application of this conservation knowledge. This is more evident among the small and medium industry

groups, households, agriculture users & commercial establishments. The findings of the study was
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Study on Assessment of Implementation of Skill Development Initiative (SDI) Scheme based on

Modular Employable Skills in the country.

NPC carried out  the study on assessment of the implementation of the SDI scheme implemented by

Directorate General of Employment & Training (DGE&T), Ministry of Labour and Employment, Govt. of

India during 11th Plan period. The study was undertaken with the objective of making an assessment

on the quality of training development, quality of assessment & certification system besides evaluation

of the performance of Vocational Training Providers (VTPs) to assess the internal & external efficiency

of these VTPs on different parameters. Majority of the recommendations by NPC have been

implemented and the outcome of the study was well appreciated on records by the Directorate General

of Employment & Training.

disseminated through a workshop for all stakeholders, consisting of Govt executives, industry

entrepreneurs, machinery manufacturers, energy consultants etc. The study was the first of its kind

where the KAP methodology was successfully used to identify scope of improvement in Energy

Conservation in the different consuming sectors of the State. The success of the study has shown that

similar methodology can be utilized by other states to strategise their Energy Conservation schemes.
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Study at Apollo Hospitals

NPC carried out a study at  Apollo Hospitals at Chennai which was a unique project  in the health

sector. The study identified requirements of organizational reforms and optimal manpower strength

for different sections. The study enabled in identification of non value added activities and

improvements and the development of model manpower deployment pattern for hospitals based on

occupancy, criticality  and case mix.

Study on Establishing Production Norms

American Power Conversion (APC), a subsidiary of Schnieder Electric is a regular NPC client. The

organisation has been regularly using the services of NPC for establishing the Production Norms for

their various products at different units. One such study was carried out for its PDU – Next Gen

(Power Distribution Unit – Next Generation) at IDF 3 unit in Bangalore during June – July, 2013. The

Production Norms per hour were established, which had been accepted for plant operations.

Productivity Improvement & Manpower Assessment  Study

The Akshaya Patra Foundation is a not-for-profit organisation headquartered in Bangalore, India. The

organisation strives to fight issues like hunger and malnutrition in India, by implementing the Mid-

Day Meal Scheme in the Government schools and Government aided schools. Since 2000, the

organisation has worked towards reaching more children with wholesome food on every single school

day. Akshaya Patra is continuously leveraging technology to cater to millions of children and is the

world’s largest (not-for-profit run) mid-day meal programme serving wholesome food to over 1.39

million children from 10,631 schools across 10 states in India.NPC was engaged to carry out a

Productivity Improvement & Manpower Assessment Study at their centralised Kitchen at Vasanthapura,

Bangalore. NPC’s recommendations on Productivity Improvements were highly appreciated and well

accepted by the Foundation.

Evaluation Studies of State Public Enterprises

The Karnataka State Evaluation Authority sponsored the valuation of various government agencies

and schemes to improve the functioning and implementation of the objectives. The evaluation of M/

s. Karnataka Vidyuth Kharkhane Ltd., Bangalore (KAVIKA) and M/s. Mysore Paints and Varnish Ltd.,

Mysore (MPVL) companies under the Department of Public Enterprises, Karnataka were carried out

by NPC, The evaluations were carried out with a perspective to improve the viability and profitability

of the companies. The reports have been accepted by the companies.

Manpower Optimization Study at Zydus Cadila Healthcare Ltd.

The project involved manpower optimization for around 3000 employees covering managerial,
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supervisory and worker men category. This was the 4th assignment from the client. A dynamic software

sheet for manpower calculation has been prepared for production and QC/QA functions.  The client

has appreciated the report prepared and has offered another similar project at its Ankleshwar plant.

Manpower Norms for Sulzer Weaving at M/S Shankar Packaging

This was  NPC’s 4th project for the company and involved establishment of manpower norms for

Sulzer Weaving process. The study provided reasons for delays in production and  their solutions to

set productivity norms.  The findings of the study helped the organization to improve manpower

productivity by 30%.

Evaluation of Boiler Performance at M/S Gujarat Fluorochemicals Ltd., Bharuch, Gujarat

M/s Gujarat Flurochemical Ltd. (GFL), located at Dahej, Gujarat is engaged in the manufacture of

Caustic soda, liquid chlorine & other chemicals. The management of GFL Ltd., Dahej has shown

interest to carry out study to evaluate the performance of two Boilers’ in their unit. NPC evaluated the

efficiency and identified good energy conservation options for improving boiler efficiency.

Investment Appraisal Studies

NEIIPP (North Eastern Industrial and Investment Promotion Policy), 2007 launched by Govt. of India is

a comprehensive policy to provide fiscal incentives and concessions for the industries of NE region

The sponsored studies to prepare investment appraisal reports as per guidelines of NEIIPP, 2007,

were undertaken which involved physical verification (site visits and inspection) and assessment of

eligible investment pattern of plant & machinery.  The reports submitted by NPC have been referred

to decide the quantum of  subsidy amount to be released to the companies.

TQM  Consultancy for WBSEDCL

This project has been entrusted by West Bengal State Electricity Distribution Company Ltd. (WBSEDCL)

towards the formation of Quality Circle by facilitating & spreading TQM activities at 120 Nos. of

Customer Care Centres (CCC’s) and formation of Helpdesk at 500 nos of CCC’s of the organization

covering five of its zones, namely, Midnapore, Kolkata, Burdwan, Berhampore and Siliguri. The spectrum

M/s Phoenix Conveyor Belt (India) Ltd. has developed a new generation conveyor belt (Energy Optimized

conveyor belt- EOB) which is expected to consume less Electrical Energy during material transportation

compared to conventional type of conveyor belts. Earlier, a trial studies for energy consumption

measurements were carried out in 2011 & 2012 using conventional systems. The IInd phase of the

trial study for EOB conveyor system 4B at NTPC, TSTPS was carried out during November 2013. The

stud presented the field trial data of existing EOB  and further quantified the Specific Energy

Consumption pattern to help in energy conservation.
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Preparation of DPR of waste Heat Recovery policies” of WBSEDCL

State Designated Agency, WBSDA-WBSEDCL has entrusted NPC with the task of conducting energy

audit studies for Waste Heat Recovery (WHR) and preparation of Detailed Project Report (DPR) for

WHR policies. NPC prepared the DPRS for four sectors, having, high potential for waste recovery,

namely, Rice Milling, Cement, Jute & Tea processing.

Energy Performance study at Dishergarh Power Station

This study was conducted on a newly commissioned 12 MW unit to establish operational turbine

cycle heat rate, boiler efficiency, station heat rate, auxiliary power consumption against the designed

operational parameters. The study was completed successfully with excellent management feedback.

Energy Audit of auxiliary power consumption (Unit I) at Muzzaffarpur thermal power station of

M/s Kanti Bijlee Utpadan Nigam Limited (KBUNL), Bihar

The study aimed to assess auxiliary power consumption and performance of major auxiliary equipments

of 110 MW unit (Unit I) after renovation and modernization of old unit. A total annual saving of

Rs.1.93 crores (approximately) with 3.87 million units of energy consumption saving has been

envisaged as the result of the study.

Energy Audit at Birla Century

NPC conducted an Energy Audit study at textile unit of Birla Centrury for both thermal and electrical

system covering boilers, VAM system, steam utilisation, air compressors and other utilities such as

cooling water system. The plant is one of the largest textile unit under the composite mill catagory.

The annual energy bill of the plant is Rs.98 crores. NPC Energy Audit has highlighted, energy saving /

cost reduction opportunities through house keeping measures, installing energy efficient equipment

and effective utilisation of steam, water and other utilities in the plant. The projected annual savings

is about Rs.13.27 crores with an investment of Rs. 14.26 crores.

Energy Audit of Steam Generation Plant at RCF Mumbai

RCF Ltd. is one of the oldest fertilizer plants in the country located in the Mumbai Metropolitan

Region. The plant is involved in the production of Urea and other complex fertilizers within the Trombay

Complex. Among other plants, RCF Ltd. also has a Steam Generation Plant (SGP) comprising of 3 gas

fired boileres.

NPC carried out an Energy Audit of the Steam Generation Plant wherein the performance of all the 3

boilers were evaluated, over a period of time. Despite being more than 32 years old, the boiler

efficiencies were found to be satisfactory with some potential for improvement. The major energy

saving opportunities were however identified in the boiler auxiliaries, which called for major
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investments.

Study on Low Temperature Waste Heat Recovery:

Institute for Industrial Productivity, USA, and its New Delhi Office has assigned the job of conducting

“Pre-Feasibility Study to Investigate the Opportunities of Utilizing Low Grade Waste Heat in Energy

Intensive Indian Industries”. The study focused on identifying suitable sectors where scope for

recovering low temperature heat exists.

In the initial project stage, NPC has covered industries under 7 major sectors to assess the feasibility

of low temperature heat recovery. After detailed discussion with all the stake holders, the study

focused on 4 sectors namely pulp and paper, petrochemicals, glass and sponge iron. The study

identified waste heat recovery potential in all the 4 sectors and carried out the techno-economic

feasibility. The study also highlighted the GHG reduction potential in these sectors by implementing

power generation from waste heat sources.

Study on Sustainable Development at MDL, Mumbai:

The Mazagon Dock Ltd., Mumbai has identified and implemented several projects under their

“Sustainable Development” program. MDL entrusted NPC the task of evaluating the impact of such

projects, especially those that lead to energy savings, for their sustainability. NPC on its part, first

established the baseline energy consumption, before evaluating the impact of the project implemented.

Four major projects were covered which included.

i. Replacement of in-efficient Air Conditions.

ii. Replacement of in-efficient Air Compressors.

iii. Replacement of Welding Machines.

iv. Up-gradation of EOT Cranes.

The study established the positive impact of such measures and their potential to provide suitable

benefits.

NPC was awarded the work of Re-assessment of Capacity of HEC Plants like, FFP, HMBP and HMTP.

The capacity of the three plants were arrived at after detailed field studies, line balancing of machines

and taking into account the factors like deterioration of machine conditions, cannibalization of

machines, major changes in product mix etc

Conference on Lean Manufacturing for Productivity Enhancement

The Conference was organized at  Ahmedabad on 29-30 January 2014. More than 250 participants
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and stakeholders participated in the conference. Eminent faculties from Indian Institute of Management,

Ahmedabad, Indian Statistical Institute, NPC experts and renowned Lean Manufacturing trainers

participated in conference which also resulted in formation of 11 mini-clusters in Gujarat state.

Director General Shri Harbhajan Singh, lighting the lamp inaugurating conference

Programe on Lean Manufacturing & Material Flow Cost Accounting at Indore (MP)

Programs on Lean Manufacturing Competitiveness Scheme of office of DC-MSME,  Government of

India were organized at Indore (MP) along with special session on “Material Flow Cost Accounting

(MFCA)” for Micro, Small and Medium enterprises for  increasing operations productivity and material

productivity. The successful clusters were given certificate of recognition by National Productivity

Council. The program aimed to generate a reinvigorated thrust for productivity mission in the state of

Madhya Pradesh.

Energy Auditor/Energy Manager Meets in the state of Gujarat

Gujarat Energy Development Agency (GEDA) acts as a State Designated Agency (SDA)  for

implementation of Energy Conservation Act, 2001 in the State of Gujarat. Conducting Energy Auditors

and Managers meet is one such developmental activity so as to gather ground information from

varied sources of society for policy level changes that may be effected in the short and long run for
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Shri Harbhajan Singh, Director General, NPC awarding certificate at Indore (MP)

propagating effectively the need of Energy Efficiency and Energy Conservation in the State. Such

meets also helps in gathering inputs for feeding to Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE) at Central level

for effective implementation of the Act.  Five such meets were sponsored by GEDA this year 2013 -14

and conducted  by National Productivity Council, Gandhinagar. About 450 Energy Auditors/Managers

participated in the Meets.

Capacity Building of Students/Academicians on Latest Environment Management tools in Gujarat

National Productivity Council organized 3 capacity building programs for students and academicians

on latest Environment Management concepts. These programs were sponsored by Forest &
